What is a world? If the dominance of particular media is often attributed to their capacity for
connecting the world and binding its populations together, we must also reckon with the fact
that media offer us differing and often conflicting formulations of what a world is. In this major
course, we will track the concept of the “global” as one such cipher that allows us to see how
the many technological linkages often thought to “open up” the world also mutate, reshape,
and sometimes destroy the territories they supposedly connect. The implications of this kind of
thinking mean that fields like critical area studies and comparative literature are already media
theoretical in offering us ways of thinking a world that isn’t simply connected and cohesive.
Rather, the idea of the “global” is fraught in how what appears to bring the world together—
media—are often fraying.

This course attempts to rethink the terms “global” and “media” in terms of their constitution of
the problem that is “the world,” rather than assuming that media already exist as something
that will provide humans with agency. Our approach to these different studies of media are not
to “sample” them through various “media studies around the world”’—which in many cases do
not yet exist. Instead, the point of the course is to draw overarching methodological conclusions
about field establishment, objectivity, and belonging.

4.2 IlpomeskyTO4YHAsI aTTECTALMS

The examination will consist of a 90-minute written test that includes the identification of ten
quotations from required course readings and a written essay. The use of any electronic devices
is prohibited. The student must: 1) Attribute the given quotations; identify the sections of the



texts (such as a chapter) where the quotations are taken from as well as their authors, titles, and
year of publication. 2) Based on the given quotations, write an essay in English (1000-1500
words) analyzing semantic relationships between the texts where these quotations are taken
from.
