4.1 Tekyuuii KOHTPOJIb

This assessment aims at identifying how well students know the material they have focused
on during the module. It will include questions based on the course materials and in-class
discussions; no special questions will be issued prior to the test. Depending on the course
instructor’s choice the test can be either oral or written. The student will be asked questions
in relation to the text/work they have been studying. The test will take place after each
module and is to be scheduled outside class time. The oral test will take approximately 10
minutes per student, the written test 90 minutes for all students. The oral test will be either
ticket-based or interview-based.

Grading criteria: The evaluation criteria include the adequacy of the answers, ability to
compare and contrast texts (when appropriate), depth, and substance, thoroughness, insights,
fluency of the language of instruction, intellectual criticality.

4.2 IlpomMe:KyTOUHASL ATTECTAIUA

The final exam is a written exam (90 min). The student will draw a ticket with the titles of
two literary texts studied during the modules. The student will be asked to write an in-class
essay in which they will provide a comparative analysis of the structures and interpretations
of the chosen texts. The essays are expected to include extensive verbatim quotations from
the texts addressed to support the arguments. No external materials, including the literary
texts themselves, can be used during the exam.
